GUIDELINES  FOR  X-RAY  FACILITIES

General principles to be adhered to when submitting the chest X-ray films and reports :-

· Name passport number,workers code,date of examination and name of clinic to be 

       “printed” on the top right hand corner of the film.

· The anatomical marker must be printet on the respective side of the radiograph ( L or R ).

· The medical practitioner,radiographer or certified X-ray operator must verifythe subject whose 

       X-ray is being taken.

· The X-ray facility should be operated by qualified personnel.

· The X-ray films must be placed in individual folders/envelopes.

· Each envelope should have the clinics name and address stamped/ printed on it for identification and filing purpose.

· Each batch of films should be accompanied with a name list of the workers whose X-ray were taken and during which month.

· Report of the X-ray findings must be attached to each film.

· The name of the signatory,either the doctor or consultant radiologist must be printed on each report.

· The GP taking the chest X-ray and reporting it is responsible for the quality or radiographs and the accuracy of diagnosis.It may be prudent to get the radiologist to report the radiographs.

· X-ray facilities must key-in all X-ray comments accurately and completely for the examining doctors view and conducted by Fomema.

· All chest X-ray films taken for foreign workers under Fomema”s health screenimg programme must be sent regularly to Fomema”s X-Ray Quality Control & Storage Centre in Subang Jaya.
